How do I get to be a Driving Instructor in South Australia?
All Driving Instructors must be Licensed. To gain this licence you must successfully complete the appropriate training course with a Registered Training Organisation (RTO) or relevant Government Training Group.
There are three RTO's in South Australia that provide MDI courses.
There are pre-course requirements that you must meet. Exact details of these will be available from the RTO's but in general you will need:
· Excellent driving skills and knowledge
· A strong knowledge and understanding of Australian Road Law and Rules
· A current Police Clearance
· To have held the appropriate Australian Full licence for the last 4 consecutive years (without interruption/disqualification)
· To pass the Pre-Course Theory and Practical Driving Assessments
